THE JOCQUE FAMILY

(an excerpt from their September 2011 Newsletter, serving in BosniaHerzegovina )

Greetings in the name of our wonderful, graceful Lord Jesus. It's time again for me to urge you to help your groups be
key ingredients in the recipe for church planting movements (start with extraordinary pray-
er, add faithful obedience to God's Word, stir in lots of patience). Remember, every time
observers see God do something big among Muslim peoples, they've seen it be proceeded
by and accompanied by a tremendous commitment to pray more than typically for God to
do something among those people. As we earnestly hope to see God do something similar
throughout the Balkans, we honestly expect your prayers would be an important part of
what God uses to do it.

By the way, in case you've forgotten, the concepts of the training (initiating church planting
movements) are as follows: Praying more than usual, reproducing the train-

ing, searching for spiritually open lost people who will open their families, facilitating the
discovery of God's plan of redemption from creation to Christ, injecting the DNA

of ekklesia(essentially true church) from the first meeting, expecting obedience and accountability, conveying the Gos-
pel of grace, and allowing immediate reproduction of these groups.

We are still aiming to train many more cultural insiders among the small communities of believers here in Bosnia
Herzegovina. Please PRAY that opportunities would open up.

Your PRAYERS are most crucially needed for the process of finding those illusive "persons of peace" (which are spiritually
open people who will provide access to their closest groups of friends and family). | will copy here this exhortation we
recently received from our cpm coach (who does cpm in Asia).

"You are all working hard and going in the right direction. So don't be discouraged!! It took 5 years to find the first 8
PoPs among theBhojpuri but they did not give up and now there is a massive movement.

You may be wondering, "How can anyone wait that long?" | might ask you, what choice do we have? We could per-
haps quickly plant something like a church, something dependent on missionaries and western funds, likely never to
reproduce, but how can we cause the kingdom of God to flourish here before our Father decides to do something

huge through his Spirit to make the Son known here? Ultimately, we really need the prayers of the groups you lead and
influence.

- patience
-wisdom
- obedience
-trust in God
- thankfulness for God's grace

Pray for God's work in Bosnia, Albania, Kosovo, and the Balkans in general.
